RIO ARRIVED ON SCENE AND OBSERVED A MALE SUBJECT, LATER IDENTIFIED AS RANCES MONTOYA (M/H ~. 
LAYING IN THE MIDDLE TURN LANE OF COUNTY LINE RD IN FRONT OF A BLACK IN COLOR BICYCLE AND GRAY IN 
COLOR, CHEVROLET TAHOE (IL REG. • A SEMI TRUCK WAS PARKED IN THE NORTH BOUND LANE NEXT TO THE 
CHEVROLET TAHOE. MONTOYA WAS LYING FACE DOWN, UNCONSCIOUS, BREATHING, AND WAS WEARING A DARK 
SHIRT AND TAN SHORTS. MONTOYA HAD A LARGE BUMP ON THE BACK OF HIS HEAD AND THERE WAS A SMALL 
AMOUNT OF BLOOD COMING FROM HIS NOSE AND MOUTH. BENSENVILLE MEDICS ARRIVED ON SCENE AND 
TRANSPORTED MONTOYA TO ELMHURST HOSPITAL. 

RIO BEGAN GATHERING DRIVER AND WITNESS INFORMATION TO COMPLETE CRASH INVESTIGATION (SEE AVRS CRASH 
REPORT: BV16009093). AT APPROXIMATELY 0558 HOURS DUCART WAS CALLED OUT BY OFC HERRERA. 

THE DRIVER OF UNIT 1, TONY MEDINA (M/H ), STATED THE FOLLOWING IN SUMMARY: HE WAS TRAVELING 
NORTH BOUND ON COUNTY LINE RD, NORTH OF GEORGE ST AND THERE WAS A SEMI TRUCK PARKED IN THE NORTH 
BOUND LANE UNLOADING. MEDINA ATTEMPTED TO GO AROUND THE SEMI TRUCK BY ENTERING THE MIDDLE TURN 
LANE AND STRUCK THE REAR TIRE OF MONTOYA'S BICYCLE WITH THE FRONT END OF HIS VEHICLE. MEDINA STATED 
THAT HE DID NOT SEE MONTOYA UNTIL HE WENT AROUND THE SEMI TRUCK AND THERE WAS NOT ENOUGH TIME TO 
STOP. MEDINA STATED THAT HE WAS TRAVELING APPROXIMATELY 25-30MPH WHEN HE STRUCK MONTOYA. 

THE DRIVER OF UNIT 2, MONTOYA. WAS INCAPACITATED ON SCENE AND WAS UNABLE TO GIVE ANY VERBAL 
STATEMENTS. OFC HERRERA FOUND A DRIVERS LICENSE IN MONTOYA'S BACK POCKET WHICH SHOWED A STONE 
PARK ADDRESS. STONE PARK POLICE CHECKED THE ADDRESS WITH NEGATIVE RESULTS. RIO THEN FOUND A 
BELLWOOD ADDRESS FOR MONTOYA IN NETRMS. BELLWOOD POLICE CHECKED THAT ADDRESS WITH NEGATIVE 
RESULTS. WHILE AT THE HOSPITAL, DET PTAK WAS ABLE TO CONTACT MONTOYA'S NEXT OF KIN (EX-WIFE AND 
DAUGHTER). MONTOYA'S CURRENT ADDRESS IS STILL UNKNOWN AT THIS TIME. 

THE DRIVER OF THE PARKED SEMI TRUCK, ALEXANDER GAVINIA (M/H _,,STATED THE FOLLOWING IN SUMMARY: 
HE WAS TRAVELING NORTH BOUND ON COUNTY LINE RD AND THERE WAS A SEMI TRUCK PARKED IN THE NORTH 
BOUND LANE IN FRONT OF HIM. THE SEMI TRUCK IN FRONT OF HIM CONTINUED NORTH BOUND AND GAVINIA PULLED UP 
NEXT TO THE ACCIDENT AFTER IT HAD OCCURRED. GAVINIA SAW THAT MEDINA WAS IN A FRANTIC STATE, DIALED 9-1-1 
AND GAVE THE PHONE TO MEDINA. GAVINIA STATED THAT HE DID NOT WITNESS THE ACCIDENT AND THAT THE TRUCK 
THAT WAS PARKED IN THE NORTH BOUND LANE HAD LEFT THE SCENE.

Repor1 Narrative On Friday, at about 0540 hours, 09-09-16, R/I responded to the area of Countyline Road and George Street for the vehicle vs 
building.

While enroute to the scene, Rll noted the weather conditions. The temperature was in the upper 60's with no recent 
perclpltatlon. It had drizzled the previous day, off and on causing high humidity. The road surface appeared dry. 

While still enroute to the scene Ofc. Gilligan advised he had located an unresponsive subject who had been struck on a bike In 
the middle of CountyLine Road north of George Street (just east of 656 S County line Road). 

Upon arrival on scene. RJI noted the scene was poorly l it with artificial lighting provided from the surrounding buildings. 
Posted Speed limit on CountyLine Road was 45 mph. Scene was a three laned road running north I south, one lane 
designated for northbound traffic, one lane for southbound traffic and the remaining lane was designated a turning lane 
median. Immediate area checked for surveillance cameras with negative results. Nearest intersection would be Jefferson 
Street to the north and Goeorge Street to the south. 

The unresponsive subject lying on the road surface had been wearing black In color t shirt (shirt un tucked), tan cargo shorts 
with black belt, black In color socks and black I white In color athletic shoes. This subject had been found face down with 
head towards the west and feet to the east. His left shoe appeared to be coming off. Closer examination revealed large welt I 
swell Ing on the back of the head. Later RJI further observed swelling above left eye and abrasion left cheek with blood leaking 
from the nasal passage. Subject's breathing was Irregular. 

RJI confirmed paramedics were enroute to the scene. 

Officers on scene located an Illinois Identification Card which Identified the unresponsive subject as Rances Montoya of -

Approximately eight feet south of Montoya was a black In color RoadMaster Mountain Bike with apparent damaged rear wheel. 
The damage to the rear wheel rendered the b ike Inoperable. R/I d id not observe an operable light (rear or front) and the bike 
only had standard reflectors. The bike was lying on it's right side with front wheel pointing to the northwest and rear wheel 
pointing to the southeast. 

Approximately two to three feet south of the bike, parked in the median was a gray in color, 2001 Chevrolet Tahoe SUV with 
Illinois registration . Vehicle was facing northbound. There appeared to be damage to the front registration plate 
affixed to the front bumper of the vehicle. RJI did not visibly observe any other damage to the SUV. 

Just south of the SUV appeared to be ten (10') foot long skid mark consistant with that of the rear tire of Montoya's mountain 
bike. The skid was located in the middle of the median which ran north I south in direction and appeared to be varying In 
width from one inch to three Inches (1" to 3").

Bensenville Fire arrived on scene. Bensenville Paramedics treated Montoya at the scene and then transported to Elmhurst 
Memorial Emergency Room. 

Acting Shift Supervisor Summoned DuCART to the scene. 

At about 0615 hours, Inv Pugsley from the DuPage County Sheriffs Office arrived on scene and started the accident 
reconstruction investigation, See DuCART Report 16-012 for further. 

Rll responded to Elmhurst Memorial Hospital to check on the status of Montoya. R/I met with treating physician Dr. King who 
advised patient I Montoya was cat scanned and found suffering from a brain bleed with mid line shift. Dr. King further advised 
Montoya was being scheduled for surgery to relieve swelling on the brain and possibly stop the bleed. 

Rll further coordinated with medical staff who located Montoya's cellphone to contact family. A 15 year daughter was 
contacted who provided her mother's (Montoya's ex girlfriend's) Information. Ex-girlfriend, Esperanza Anguiano was 
eventually contacted and summoned to the hospital. 

At about 0912 hours, R/I met with Esperanza Anguiano and her daughter, (Rances Montoya's Daughter) in 
the lobby of Elmhurst Memorial Emergency Room. Both Montoya's ex girlfriend and 15 year old daughter were briefed of this 
incident. Neither could provide this R/I with any pertinent information, as to where Rances Montoya currently resided, was 
employed or a reason why he would be traveling down Countyline Road at 0530 hours. this date. R/I provided them with this 
detective's contact information should they find any further information for this detective. 

On Sunday, at 2211 hours, 09-11-16, Deputy Coroner Philip Mayer contacted this detective, to advise Rances Montoya had 
died at Elmhurts Memorial Hopsltal this evening. Motoya reportedly had suffered from multiple skull fractures irrepairable 
brain damage which led to his death. Cause of death would be blunt force truama, manner of death would be motor vehicle 
accident. 

On Tuesday, at about 1800 hours, R/I contacted Attorney Jose Zamora who advised this detective he was representing the 
family of the deceased. R/I briefed same on the status of the Investigation to date and advised investigation pending tox 
report from the other party Involved in this incident. 

RJI has no further.
